Gentle solver,

Our thirty-fourth Addendum is the contribution of a doctoral 
scholar at Harvard, Mr Madhav Sankaranarayanan, who recently 
moved thence from his native India.  Much more of his ænigmatic 
creativity may be found at madmahoganypuzzles.wordpress.com.

As I was in my original ænigma, Mr Sankaranarayanan is inspired 
by arrangements of rectangular tiles, some made of wood and others 
of ceramic, to form a design pleasing to both the mind and the eye.

The grid below represents our artistic canvas, as it were, which 
you are to divide into rectangles, each standing for a single tile.  
Every tile thus delineated must contain exactly one clue symbol.

Tiles with a ‘plus’ symbol come from our ceramic supply, all of 
which are perfectly square in shape.  Tiles with linear symbols are 
made of wood, with the grain of the wood (represented by the 
orientation of the symbol) running parallel to that tile’s longer
dimension.  These wooden tiles are never square.

For æsthetic reasons, we require that there be no place in the 
grid where four tiles meet at a single point.

Once you have completed your arrangement, you may move on 
to finding the final answer to this ænigma.  Identify those grid 
squares that share an edge with exactly two tiles other than their 
own and shift their letters forward two places in the alphabet 
(wrapping around from Z to A if necessary).  Reading the resulting 
letters in left to right, top to bottom order will reveal a clue to your 
final answer.
